Three cherry cheers for the

school year in our new cooking
school! We doubled the number of students served,
reaching our largest number of schools to date: 19 schools
and 2,001 kids. The new facility provides much-needed
capacity to expand, while the community’s generosity has
allowed us to hire more educators.

Our growth right now is critical. Rates of food and
nutrition insecurity have tripled in households with kids.
Our program is the most requested after school program.
We can't keep up with demand, but are working hard to do
so with your help.

I am proud of our follow-through on commitments to the
community. Every student at Leataata Floyd Elementary
School received 10 weeks of both garden science and
cooking health curriculum. This addition of daytime
education demonstrates the strength of our existing
afterschool curriculum to meet the STEM needs of

our students.

Our expansion will be sustained thanks to key
relationships developed over the years. Sutter
Health's $500,000 gift over two years and
Congresswoman Matsui's federal grant over three
years are a bright example of community leaders
standing shoulder to shoulder with us to reach more
children from our new center.

When Food Literacy Center raises more money, we
do more good! Thank you to each of you who has
helped us grow from a small, grassroots organization
to a flourishing center for our community.
